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How to listen...

From time to time, | am asked how you can
hear Radio Six International. A pertinent
question, and one which | am astonished to
find that we have never answered properly in
these pages.

The most obvious place to start is the internet,
and your favourite search engine. Type
“Radio Six International” into the search box
and our homepage should appear by magic.
On the upper right hand side are the words
“On Air Now” and to the immediate left a start
icon. Click the arrow and a new window will
open with a popup player and list of what'd
just been played. Click on the arrow and you'll
be listening.

If you have a smart speaker like Alexa, it's
even more simple. Just say, “Alexa - play
Radio Six International”, and the smart
speaker will as usual do as asked.

There are, of course, some lovely internet
radios out there, but setting one up is roughly
equivalent to changing the clock on your
electric oven. Follow the instruction manual (if
there is one) and you'll probably be looking for
Tuneln which provides a link to Radio Six
International. If you have a voice controlled
smart TV you can also try asking the same
question as we asked Alexa - in some cases
you'll not only be rewarded with the sound but
also a screen showing what’s currently

playing!

Those are the obvious ways to listen, but
there are many thousands of radio
enthusiasts around the world who don’t want
to take the easy way round. They want to
listen on a proper radio with no cables of WiFi
sttached.

In New Zealand, you can tune in on FMin
some places courtesy of our affiliate World
FM - Tawa and Redwood (both suburbs of
Wellington), Marahau, a seaside village on
South Island; and Stoke, a pretty suburb of
Nelson on the north coast of South Island.

On the first Sunday of each month, we
broadcast on shortwave (yes, there are still
plenty of transmissions on shortwave) from a
station at Rohrbach in Germany. Frequencies
are always shown prominently in a box on the
programme pages of Radio News.

Finally, there are our many affiliates (listed to
the right). These stations may only
rebroadcast one or two of our regular
programmes - or they may carry many more.
Check their websites. The programmes that
are most widely syndicated are The Lively
Lounge, Soundwave, Todd’s Turntable and
the Kenny Tosh Revival Show.

What's on this month’s cover?
Back in the days when television programmes here
didn’t begin until late afternoon, daytime television
consisted mostly of a still picture - known as a ‘test
card’ to allow engineers to set up new aerials and
align broken sets. These cards were given a letter
to denote them - the one on the left first appeared in
1964 and was designed for 405 line monochrome.
These still pictures were accompanied by music - on the BBC channels this was
specially recorded and unavailable in the shops. A whole generation of telly
addicts grew up listening to that music, but daytime programmes put a stop to it
and after being pushed into the early hours, it vanished in 1999. By then, a group
of those who apprecaited its special blend of music had come together to form The
Test Card Circle in 1989. It’'s an active group - there’s a quarterly full-colour
magazine, meetings and discussions.. Now we’re providing them with something
else - a monthly live radio request programme, hosted by Lucy Woodward.
Although it’s for ‘members only’ we reckon listeners everywhere will enjoy the
nostalgic musical choices we reckon will emerge. - MUIR BEGGS
